Level Four: (National) 

- 2 yrs service at Lvl 3 

- National Clinic 

- 24 credits (discipline specific) 

- All credits as Ch/Asst.Ch/Sec.Head 

- 8 credits after clinic date 

- 8 credits at Nat &/or NC Classification 

- 2 mentor sessions while Ch/Asst.Ch/Sec.Head 

  

Level Five: (International) 

- 3 yrs service at Lvl 4 

- 36 credits (All as Chief) 

- 8 credits at Nat/NC Classification 

- 2 mentor sessions 

 

 

 

The Recognition Program will not interfere with achieving levels: 

- an official will receive 1 credit for every session worked (a session is 4 hours = 1 credit) 

- after working 5 sessions the official would receive 1 incentive item
